. Any complaining to or about the referees will result in a technical foul.

Players must attend every game that they can, and will notify their captain if they
cannot. Players must be on time for games.

Players deserve to play in an environment free of drugs and alcohol and expect
participants and volunteers to refrain from their use at all events.
